· Schools will watch performances where both primary and secondary pupils will perform, allowing the primary children the chance of seeing the older pupils work. 
· We have historically run this as a non-competitive event. Just for fun and lots of enjoyment. We are happy to judge Secondary School pieces as competitive events if needed for GCSE.
WHAT DO I NEED TO BRING?
