ELIGIBILITY

· In order to ensure that the event is as inclusive as possible, sportsmanship, teamwork, and including teammates with disabilities will be promoted and encouraged.
· Where possible, we would like to encourage children who do not currently take part in a rugby club – NO prior experience of Tag rugby is required or expected.
EVENT & COMPETITION FORMAT

During the morning the mixed groups will receive a 2 hour coaching session to teach them some Tag rugby. In The afternoon there will be an enjoyable round robin competition.
WHAT DO I NEED TO BRING?

Where possible please bring your pupils changed in their PE kit. Toilet and changing facilities will be available but they will not cope with over 200 players at once!

The pupils should bring the following:

· Drinking water

· Packed lunch

· A change of clothes

· Suitable clothing for adverse weather conditions

· Clean footwear to wear in the coach

Pupils should not bring the following:

· Jewellery – no pupil will be able to participate wearing jewellery whether taped over or not.
· Chewing gum

· Valuable items

· EACH TEAM MUST BE ACCOMPANIED BY AT LEAST ONE TEACHER.
· PHOTOGRAPHY WILL BE ALLOWED BY PARENTS AND STAFF ON THE DAY.  PHOTOGRAPHS OF UNNAMED PUPILS MAY BE USED FOR PUBLICITY. IF YOU HAVE ANY PUPILS WHO CAN NOT BE PHOTOGRAPHED PLEASE MAKE US AWARE BEFORE THE EVENT.
