TEAM REQUIREMENTS
· Teams of 8 players with a maximum squad size of 10.
ELIGIBILITY

· These competitions are for regional for Central & East - Spalding, Holbeach, Long Sutton & West - Deeping, Bourne schools. 
· Pupils will be selected from school year 6. Smaller schools can select younger pupils if this is needed to make up a team.
· This is a mixed competition. Teams can be made up of any ratio of boys or girls.
EVENT & COMPETITION FORMAT

· Pairs take it in turn to bowl/wicket keep. Every player bowls one over. Each pair bat for two overs. Two runs will be awarded for a ‘wide’ and the ball is not bowled again (except in the final over where a wide receives 1 run and is bowled again). No LBW rule.
· The winning team will go through to the regional play offs.

· One school from the whole SSP will go through to the Level 3 Competition.
· We will also be looking through these competitions to nominate one team of Y5 pupils to represent us.
PRESENTATION

The presentation will take place as soon as possible after the final game.  Certificates of attendance will be available for all children who take part in the festival plus medals and certificates for top teams and a trophy for the winning school.

	Inspection of surface prior to event.

Schools should bring a designated first aider with adequate first aid resources. Agilitas will provide emergency resources.

Schools informed of appropriate clothing to be worn. No jewellery to be worn, spot checks to take place by officials. Taping over of jewellery is not permitted. Correct sports specific safety equipment should be used e.g. shin guards must be worn for football.
